Group 1
· One educator is trying virtual office hours with new virtual Zoom class.  She is trying a “drop-in” format- no appointments needed.
· Question:  one organization (Colorado Christian University) is holding a self-paced Foundations course, and want to know how to recruit participants. 
· It was suggested to get contact lists from state board of nursing (could email or mail postcards). If emailing, may be limited to the number of people that can be emailed at one time.  If the number is too large, the email may be blocked by spam filters on the recipient's end.
· Can also post your course on the Westberg platform.  Go to the Store, and from there, you can post events.  If you have questions, you can email Bev Bateman at bbateman@spiritualcareassociation.org. Bev will also work on a tip sheet on how to do this.
Group 2
· Health minister (HM) role discussed- how can they best be supported.  Considering asking FCNs from outside the church be a volunteer mentor or support person to the HM.
· What are the implications of that?  There are potential liability concerns for the FCN. 
· How to define the roll of HM, when the network  largely consists of FCNs.
· Deb- anyone can act as a consultant.
Group 3
· Can Educators provide a “refresher” course for nurses who have taken the Foundations course many years ago?
· Could they audit the course?
· Deb shared that the course is copyrighted, so the course should be offered in its entirety.  
· Bev shared that if offered as the Foundations course, it needs to be offered in its entirety.  Can add content to the Foundations course.  Can also offer individual modules for continuing education, as long as it’s not offered as the “Foundations” course.
Group 4
· One educator prints out all of the module PPs and gives it to learners in a binder, so they can take notes during the course.  They noted a concern that learners may not attend all of the sessions if they already have the PPs.
· It was stated that the contact hours are not provided to learners unless they attend ALL of the learning sessions and complete any assigned learning activities.
· It was suggested to not provide PP printouts until the module occurs.
· On the module PPs provided by Westberg, the critical thinking questions on slides toward the end of the module.  It was suggested by an attendee that these questions be interspersed throughout the PPs/learning activities.
Group 7
· The group discussed whether PPs and handouts are shared with participants during the module. 
· It was also confirmed that the new PP slides can be shared with class participants.
· It was asked if educators charge a fee for their online class.  The consensus is yes.
· If you have not received the new PP slides, look on the Westberg Knowledge Sharing Platform in the Educator’s Group.  Bev has posted them there. You can also email Bev at bbateman@spiritualcareassociation.org 
· The digital Participant Manual is NOT to be shared with course participants.  They need to purchase the Participant Manual through Westberg.  You can use the digital Participant Manual for planning your learning activities or you can share an individual module with guest facilitators.
Group 6
· Their group discussed if there had been any differences noted in engagement in a virtual vs in-person training.
